Overview

Nestled in the hills of San Pasqual Valley, Harvest Hills will be Escondido’s first-ever carbon-neutral, net zero
energy, agri-neighborhood. Harvest Hills honors the rich agricultural history of Escondido, while shaping
the City's sustainable future. The planned housing community includes seven distinct neighborhoods of
550 estate homes, all surrounded by 762 acres of permanent open space.
